PURPOSE AND EFFECT

For the administration of Rotary, it is critical to confirm any changes in the latest
version of the Rotary Code of Policies. However, when Rotarians access the
Rotary Code of Policies, they may feel confused searching for recently changed
parts. If those changed parts are clearly indicated by deletion lines or
underlining, the examination of the Code becomes more accurate and
expeditious.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

If implemented, this resolution could result in an increase in expenses for RI due
to additional administrative resources needed to add editorial marks to the
Rotary Code of Policies. Cost would vary year to year contingent upon the
frequency and volume of changes to the Code of Policies.
