WHEREAS, in each Council on Legislation, votes are cast electronically, and  1

WHEREAS, on the first day of the 2016 Council, nearly one hundred votes were 3 
not included in the vote count because representatives were unfamiliar with their 4 
voting equipment, and 5 
 6 
WHEREAS, such a system can lead to imprecise voting 7 
 8 
IT IS RESOLVED by Rotary International that the Board of Directors of Rotary 9 
International consider holding a session on the proper handling of voting 10 
equipment, to be held during the rehearsal on the day before the 2019 Council on 11 
Legislation, and consider changing the Council’s voting equipment to one that 12 
enables easier casting of votes.13
